The Company

balletLORENT is a major dance company in the U.K and has been based in Newcastle upon Tyne for over 10 years. From its base in the North East the company tours professional dance productions across the U.K and abroad. 

Angelmoth is balletLORENT’s first major production dedicated to children and young people and is offering educational workshops to young people from the age of five years and above as part of the Angelmoth UK touring programme.  The workshops activity will be delivered by balletLORENT’s own experienced dance teachers.

Education work and Participation

To accompany Angelmoth performances at the Lillian Baylis Theatre, Sadler’s Wells balletLORENT  is offering workshops entitled ;  “ Dancing Feels like Flying!” 

This is an exciting chance for young people to participate in balletLORENT’s education programme. balletLORENT’s  professional dancers will lead the workshops offered. They are experienced dance teachers who have a wealth of experience of working with young people and have been responsible for delivering a successful 10 week education programme in the North East region in autumn 2006.  This programme ran in association with the creation period and premiere performances for Angelmoth.

The workshops offer a chance for children and young people to make connections with a professional dance company and understand better the opportunities for themselves to be artistic in their lives.

The Story

Angelmoth exists in a library – inside there are five very individual and contrasting characters seeking escapism from the real world. From a glimpse of the Angelmoth each character gradually transforms completely…. They enter a wonderland where flight and dance are possible. Fantastically they are transformed into the lead character of the story they happen to be reading - and like a journey of chrysalis to butterfly they metamorphose into the fairytale heroes and heroines of our imagination. 

Workshop activity:

The balletLORENT dancers will aim to attend a selection of schools, colleges, universities and community centres in each performance area and teach education workshops based around Angelmoth. The participants’  own creativity will be encouraged using the themes from the production of Angelmoth to explore their own movement vocabulary and imagination. Adapted fragments of the choreography that is performed by the professional dancers in the production of Angelmoth will be taught to more mature students. Each workshop will be tailored to meet the age and the dance experience of the group visited, with no previous movement experience necessary.

Suitable for ages 5 and above.

The objectives for the Angelmoth education work is as follows:

· To facilitate young people with access to high quality dance performance and workshops by a professional dance company

· To give children the opportunity to explore their individual creativity through dance

· To encourage self-confidence, self-esteem, and self-expression in a safe environment

· To engage children with a creative activity to stimulate imagination

· To improve motor skills through dance movement by making physical exercise a rewarding and creatively stimulating activity

· To encourage literacy skills at all levels

· To encourage reading as a way of enjoying a fantasy life, identifying with other characters and developing empathy with other individuals 

· To discover the inner superhero!
